* Can you explain your disability? 

My disability is a genetic disorder resulting in weakness in the 

optical nerve, which led to a limitation in my vision in such a 

way that eyeglasses will not be sufficient. Also, it makes it 

difficult for me to see in sunlight as well as darkness. Moreover, 

in order to see any written material, I need it to be written on 

large paper, usually A3 size or on a device.  

* Is there a connection between your disability and your 

intelligence? 

I donõt think so, but I consider my disability as a motive to 

prove my ability in the society. 

* How do you manage your disability and let it be a positive thing in your life? 

When I started to suffer challenges and difficulties  from my disability, I decided to work hard in 

order to be the best in everything, and Iõm proving it. I was rewarded as the first in my college 

with a  GPA equal to 4.0. Also, everybody is calling me Miss Math. I always try as much as possible 
to help my classmates when they need help, which shows to them that disabled people can be 

efficient and helpful. In addition to that, I participated in many competitions and I won the first 

prize in most of them.  

* What can the society, educational institutes, and universities learn from you? 

I want them to know that a disabled person is someone who has a physical problem, but not a 

person disabled in ideas. I need them to give us a chance to prove our abilities whether in the work 

place or in the university.
